Since it would be an
inordinate amount of work for Jan to research
which lots paid and did not, the Board decided
to close out the asses®ents for 2005 and
prepae for 2006.

The Board decided to prepare 2005
Financial Statements and attached to this
newsletter for HomeownersO review and
information.

The BoardOs liability insurance was
renewed with the same company because of
the deadline. Next year quotesrfrmther
insurance companies will be sought to see if a
lower premium can be found.

Nancy Westbrook reported that she has
sent a letter to the Placitas Trails Concerned
Citizens for a financial report of the $5,000
paid to them by the Placitas Trails Home
ownersO Association. This documentation is
important for our financial audit.
