Placitas Presbyterian Church
7:00 P.M.

Nancy Westbrook, President of the Interim Board, opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. She discussed the meeting
rules. She introduced Doyle Wise who would run the elections and Bill Anders who would act as
Parliamentarian.

Jan LaPrelle reported there was a quorum for the meeting.

Tom Ashe discussed his plans to build a new sub-division, Petroglyph Trails, north of Placitas Trails and west
of Anazasi Meadows and Trails. He indicated he is now just beginning the planning stages for this new
subdivision that will have single-family homes, duplexes and perhaps apartments. At the present time, he has
the approval for 160 single-family lots on 200 acres. He will ask the county to rezone the most western end that
is adjacent to 1-25 for commercial development and other acreage for multi-family dwellings.

Tom announced that he planned to have an access road to Petroglyph Trails through Placitas Trails on Norte
Trail. Norte Trail is presently a cul-de-sac. However, it is a county road with through traffic rights to
Petroglyph Trails. Tom said he was providing this access for several reasons. One, the residents of Petroglyph
Trails will need another access; it will create more of a sense of community; and finally, it will make easier
access for emergency vehicles.

Several homeowners asked questions and verbalized concerns. This access would now make Norte Trail
(presently a cul-de-sac) a thoroughfare and tremendously increase the traffic on Placitas Trails Road and Trails
Road West as cars drive to Route 165. A resident asked if Tom could delay the opening of this road through
Norte Trail until after the completion of housing construction to avoid construction traffic going through
Placitas Trails subdivision? Tom indicated that he could delay the opening of this road for about 1% to 2 years.
Several residents voiced a concern over the increased traffic and its impact on the safety of the walkers, children
and animals in our community. A resident voiced a concern that this road would impinge on present properties.
Tom assured them it wouldn’t in that there is a 50-foot easement and the road is only 20-25 feet wide.

Tom announced a meeting at LaPuerta Real Estate at 6:30 on March 21 for anyone who would like to learn
more information or discuss this further.

Before Tom left, he said that while he does have legal authority to provide access to Petroglyph Trails through
Norte Trail, he would reconsider it if most Placitas Trails residents were against it. After Tom left, the
Homeowners decided to take a vote on this matter under New Business.

The agenda mentioned possible compensation for this road. A resident asked what that would be. Nancy
Westbrook indicated it was the delayed opening as previously discussed.

ELECTIONS:

Doyle Wise discussed the rules for the election. He indicated that nominations may be accepted from the floor
provided the term was specified for the nominee and the nominee was willing to accept. The ballots were split
into 3 different terms: one-year, two-year, three-years. One person would be elected for the one-year term, two
people elected for the two-year term, and two people elected for the three-year term.

The nominees were:

ONE-YEAR TERM
Margaret Palumbo was nominated by Ed Baragiola. This nomination was seconded.
Nancy Westbrook was nominated by John DeGraauw and seconded by John Chow.




TWO-YEAR TERM

Hildred Huyssoon was nominated by Diane Wise and seconded by Jay Brooks.
THREE-YEAR TERM

Russ Ruhl was nominated by Sue Lloyd. This nomination was seconded.
Bill Anders reported the following nominations from the Nominating Committee:
TWO-YEAR TERM

Jay Brooks. Barry Howard moved to accept this nomination and Linda Baragiola seconded.
THREE-YEAR TERM

Bob Christopher. Jan Anders moved to accept this nomination and Ed Baragiola seconded.

Ivan Westergaard moved to close nominations. Diane Wise seconded. The motion carried and elections were
closed.

Terry Palmer moved and John DeGraauw seconded that we accept the nominees for Two-Year and Three-Year
terms by acclamation. The motion carried.

There was a written ballot for the One-Year Term. Nancy Westbrook was elected.
The new board is:

Hildred Huyssoon, Two-Year Term
Jay Brooks, Two-Year Term
Bob Christopher, Three-Year Term
Russ Ruhl, Three-Year Term

Nancy Westbrook presented the 2006 budget to the Homeowners. Ivan Westergaard moved to approve the
budget. Terry Palmer seconded. The motioned carried.

Nancy announced that the Covenants and Restrictions must be updated and rewritten. They are outdated and
ambiguous. She asked for volunteers interested in serving on a committee to review and recommend changes to
the Covenants to contact her.

The Homeowners discussed again the access through Norte Trail to Petroglyph Trails. It appeared that almost
all of those in attendance were opposed to this access. Kathy Smith moved that we inform Tom Ashe of our
strong opposition to opening Norte Trail for access to Petroglyph Trail. Sue Lloyd seconded this motion which
passed unanimously.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:35 P.M.

Minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Placitas Trails
Homeowners Association, November 29, 2006

President J. Brooks called the meeting to order shortly after 7:00 PM. In the absence of a quorum (8 short),
several items were deferred, since a vote could not take place legally. Deferred items were: approval of the
agenda; approval of the March 28, 2006 meeting minutes; election of new Board members; and approval of
the proposed 2007 budget. The meeting then continued on an informal basis, generally following the pro-
posed agenda.

Regarding the potential Norte Trail Court access to the new Petroglyph Trail subdivision being developed by
Mr. Tom Ashe, President Brooks reviewed the results of a recent meeting with Mr. Ashe, and the role of the
New Mexico Department of Transportation (DOT). He then introduced Mr. Tony Abbo, DOT District 3 Traffic
Engineer. Mr. Abbo stated that DOT did not require Norte Trail Court access to Petroglyph Trail subdivision;
however, the traffic study submitted by Mr. Ashe showed such access, and DOT approved that study. Subse-
quent conversation between Mr. Abbo and Mr. Ashe regarding the elimination of Norte Trail Court access had
resulted in a DOT letter to Mr. Ashe, objecting to a change in plans because the traffic study had already been
approved. Concern was also expressed by Mr. Abbo regarding adequate access for Petroglyph Trail residents.

An extensive discussion then took place between Mr. Abbo and PTHA members, who expressed our opposition
to opening Norte Trail Court and cited concerns about massive increase in traffic through Placitas Trails and
safety implications. Further dialogue with Mr. Abbo and Mr. Ashe is planned. Also, Sandoval County Planning
and Zoning will be contacted regarding our concerns. An ad hoc committee including Rick Smith, Jim Lloyd and
Bob Christopher was formed to further pursue this matter.

The Treasurer’s report was presented by Bob Christopher. Included was a proposed budget for 2007, which
was not acted upon. Our finances are in good shape, and no change in the annual assessment is anticipated.

John de Graauw presented the Architectural Control Committee report, which had been prepared by Debbie de
Graauw. Four residential lots do not yet have structures, and two commercial lots. Ten improvement designs
have been approved, and nine inspections have been completed since the last membership meeting.

Russ Ruhl discussed Road Committee activities, including a letter sent to Sandoval County officials requesting
resurfacing of Trails Road West and adding a right turn lane off of Highway 165. Kathy Smith asked that an
enlarged area be paved across from the mailboxes so that vehicles could turn around safely; Russ said that
repaving should include this. Russ also noted that gravel roads will not be paved except by homeowner re-
quest. A letter regarding this approach was sent to Sandoval County. There was some discussion about the
need for speed bumps and walking paths. Doyle Wise pointed out that Sandoval County has a defined policy
regarding speed bumps.

Diane Wise summarized Neighborhood Network activities, noting that the network is very active and successful
in keeping members informed of pertinent issues such as health, safety and emergencies. She invited mem-
bers to contact her regarding any items of general interest. Diane also noted that we are the only Placitas
subdivision that has a Neighborhood Network, Neighborhood Watch, Directory and formal Welcoming Commit-
tee.

CCR&R revisions were not discussed; this item will be a topic at a later meeting. Doyle Wise stated that only
about ten members had accessed the CC&R website. J. Brooks stated that By-law revisions are being worked
on by a separate ad hoc committee.

J. Brooks reported that he had contacted the Water Coop regarding a combined PTHA Web site, and this ap-
pears to be feasible. Diane Wise pointed out that Web site information would be accessible to anyone, and we
must be careful to insure that no sensitive information is included.

The meeting was adjourned at approximately 9:00 PM as the snow was falling outside. Thanks are due to
Doyle and Diane Wise for arranging for access to the Church and for setting up refreshments and cleaning up
afterwards.

Trails subdivision on Jan. 18, 2007 in the conference room of La Puerta Real Estate.

As a result of discussions with him, an
acceptable proposed revision wolifdit a lot to a single outbuilding of
400 sq. ft. or less, without occupancy permitted and a detached garage
would not considered arutbuilding.

3. Rick BelaandAdrienneSmith,10 Placitas Trails Rd. He was adamant that
the Odefault approvalO of an application not be changed. An acceptable
revision might be to increase the time fr8Mto40 days until the default
approval was granteéurther discussion was to add an additional 15 days
after the original 30 to have the Board take the matter into consideration.
